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Skills or Competencies

Understand the figure as a three-dimensional form in space.

Analyze and understand the structure and function of the human skeletal and muscular systems.
Understand the relationship between the internal structure and its effect on topography.

Develop an accurate representational technique of drawing the human figure.

Draw the figure in such a way as to demonstrate the interaction of structure, anatomy, design, and
expression.

COURSE TASKS

ASSESSMENT TASKS AND GRADING

This is a structured and directed course. It requires some rules as follows:

Attendance is mandatory. First three cuts are “free”. Each unexcused absence beyond three
automatically equals five points off of the final grade.

Lateness = absence. Work begins promptly at 1:30. Lateness equals full absence.

AN ‘A’ STUDENT MUST HAVE ALL WORK COMPLETED AND TURNED IN ON TIME.

Guidelines for Home Assignments

During the semester you will receive four Home Study Projects. Read each one through
carefully before, during, and after you finish drawing. Each drawing will be worth up to 15
points toward your final grade.

Spend at least four hours on each Home Study Project, more when necessary to do the job
adequately. Follow both the letter and the spirit of all instructions on Home Study Projects.
Make all necessary changes in your drawing to bring it in line with instructions. [Home Study
Projects = 60% of the final grade.]

Follow instructions for sheet size explicitly. Make your drawing as large as it could possibly be
drawn on the sheet. It must go to within an inch of the top, bottom, or sides, as appropriate. If
the drawing falls short in size, erase it and redraw it correctly.

You will be given the due date for each drawing. On that day the drawing must be displayed in
class for observation and criticism.
Explanation: Everyone in this course improves considerably, and helps others through
his/her drawings. Everyone has something to offer, often when he/she least expects it. For
this reason it is mandatory that every student display his/her home drawings on the date it is
due, without exception.

In addition, you will be assigned eight small studies to be completed at home. They will be
worth up to five points each. [Small Study Assignments = 40% of the final grade.]

Firmly spray-fix all drawings at home, before bringing them to class. (Read instructions on the
can.) Clearly print your full name on the lower right corner, on all displayed drawings.
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Individual critique and discussion; arranged upon request of student or instructor. (Especially helpful to
students who feel uncertain of their progress, or who would like a more individualized critique of their work
than is possible during class.) After class conferences may be arranged by appointment.
