REQUIRED LEARNING RESOURCES

different, but overall, it’s mostly the same. (Abbreviated as TXT in the Class Schedule)

2. Access to our class Laulima site and our class Google site. Laulima contains PDF copies of assigned readings &
will be used for class communication & submission of exams. Our class Google site contains “Preparatory
Activities” and it is here that you will find links to the videos & documentaries that you need to watch and the
“Forms” that you will need to complete & submit.

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION

++» This course was constructed using the flipped class method. This means that you will do at-home what you
traditionally would have done in-class in a traditional class. However, like a traditional class, you are still
expected to read assigned readings at-home; although, in additional to reading, this class requires that you
complete “Preparatory Activities” which are found in our class Google site prior to coming to class so that
you are well-prepared for the activities to be done in-class. “Preparatory Activities” include completing
Forms, reading short blurbs, and watching short lectures & documentaries that will introduce you to
historical societies, individuals, concepts, events, &/or issues that you will utilize in the next class. In other
words, “Preparatory Activities” engage you with learning about history through learning modules that are
then complemented by assigned readings. These at-home tasks (i.e., “Preparatory Activities & assigned
readings) then prepare you for what you will be doing in the next class.

< As the student, please ask yourself if this is the right method of instruction for you. If you like learning by
doing, then this class is for you (i.e., you are an active learner)! If you prefer a more passive learning style
(i.e., you like lecture-oriented classes that just require you to take notes), then this class is not for you. This
class is thus devoted to student-active, learner-centered activities that mean you will continually be
working in groups on specific tasks and contributing to both small & large group discussions.

COURSE TASKS

Welcome to the wonderful world of history—where we will make the past come to life as we explore the histories of
the various peoples of the world in order to become better informed citizens, make our modern, global world more
meaningful, and create a better future! As we look into the past, it may be helpful to view history as a movie—full of
characters, with some playing significant roles and others playing supporting ones, drama, and significant events.
Together, then, we will analyze this movie called history, highlighting the important individuals, concepts/ideas,
places, societies, events, and all the drama that went along with this. As we explore the drama of the past, the class
will focus on the development of diverse cultures, similarities & differences between these cultures, and the
connections & conflicts that have arisen between these cultures.

The class will be centered around the following course tasks, that serve as both learning and assessment tools, for the
purpose of measuring your learning and your ability to meet the course SLOs.

v" Participate in 27 Forms found in the “Class Meeting Preparatory Activities & Class Schedule” links in our class
Google Site (accessed in our Laulima site on the left of the screen; click on “HIST 151 Google Site”). Other
than Forms #1 & #2 which are found on the “Welcome to HIST 151!” page, all other Forms are found within
the specific “Class Meeting Preparatory Activities & Class Schedule” link for each designated class meeting.
The “Class Schedule” found in this syllabus details exactly what Forms are due and when.

o Each Form is worth up to 2 points total. Forms will ask one or more questions that will engage you
with the “Preparatory Activities” for the designated class meeting and prepare you for the class



meeting. | will also share some of your answers from the assigned Forms either in-class or as an
Announcement in our class Laulima site (you will receive an email for this Announcement also).

o Forms will always be due by 9:00am for the class meeting in which they were assigned. Also, since
I will be going over your answers from Forms either in-class or by way of an Announcement in
Laulima to create a collaboration of student insights, summaries &/or conclusions, no late Forms will
be accepted regardless of reason (after the first two weeks of class which will give you time to adjust
to when Forms are due).

v" Take 2 Exams. Exam #1 is worth up to 200 points total and Exam #2 is worth up to 100 points total. The
purpose of these exams is to assess both your critical thinking and comprehension of the material covered in
class up to the moment of the exam. Exams will consist of a mixture of multiple choice, short written answer
question (write 3-5 sentences per question) &/or essay. All exams are completed AT-HOME in the “Exams”
icon in Laulima during the designated testing period of 48 hours and have a time limit of 75 minutes. Study
Guides for the exams will be made available approximately 2 weeks prior to the exam.

o Exams are to be taken when scheduled. Make-up exams will only be given in cases of SERIOUS
illness (with a doctor’s note) or valid emergency. If you are unable to take the scheduled exam
during the designated testing period of 48 hours, | expect you or a family member to immediately
contact me before or during the designated testing period. No make-up exam will be scheduled
without you contacting me in a timely manner. Please note that in terms of the final exam (Exam
#2), if you miss taking the final exam during the designated testing period you will fail the class as
final grades are due ASAP unless you had an extenuating circumstance and made arrangements
with me prior to the designated testing period regarding receiving an Incomplete for the class.

v" Complete the Real World Scenario: The Freedom & Security Challenge. This cumulative assignment is worth
100 points total and will be due by or on Wednesday, 12/14 @ 8:00am by EMAIL only as either a Word Doc,
Google Doc, PDF or YouTube link only. Be sure to check for EMAIL confirmation in 24 hours of when you
first emailed this assighment to me to make sure that | received it; if you do NOT receive an email
confirmation from me, that means | did not receive it and you need to resend. The premise of this
assignment comes from the belief that if we want to create a better future for ourselves, then we must be
informed citizens that can draw upon past experiences to predict what ramifications our decisions today can
have for the future.

o  For this assignment, you will need to come up with a proposal of no more than 1250 words that is
typed (if written) and follows all grammatical & mechanical rules or no more than 5 minutes if a
video that advises the leaders of the U.S. on how they can best combat the terrorist threat to our
nation without sacrificing the freedoms we enjoy by drawing upon historical examples of what past
societies did to secure their own countries. In order to do this, you must to utilize historical
examples of what past societies did to secure their own societies & assess if how they secured or
failed to secure their respective societies led to their collapse by referencing all of the following
societies:

1.The Assyrian Empire
2.The Mauryan Empire
3.The Qin Dynasty of China
4.The Persian Empire
5.Sparta

6.Athens

7.The Roman Empire
8.The Carolingian Empire
9.The Mongol Empire

b. Furthermore, you will need to cite specific primary sources evidence in your written proposal from
all of the following primary sources:

1.The Assyrian Military Machine (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima site, then
click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

2.Sun Tzu, The Art of War (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima site, then click
on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

3.Sima Qian, The Legalist Policies of the Qin (found in the “Resources” icon in our class
Laulima site, then click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)




4. Herodotus, Xerxes Invades Greece (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima site,
then click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

5. Thucydides, Pericles Funeral Oration (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima
site, then click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

6. Tacitus, On Corruption in the Early Roman Empire (found in the “Resources” icon in our class
Laulima site, then click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

7.Tacitus, The Rebellion of Boudicca (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima site,
then click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

8.Einhard, Life of Charlemagne (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima site, then
click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

9. Marco Polo, Accounts of Western Asia (found in the “Resources” icon in our class Laulima
site, then click on the “Primary Source Readings Folder” folder)

c. Note that while the guidelines for this assignment says to create a written proposal, it does not
mean you need to write an essay. Itis thus up to you what type of written format you want this
assignment to be in and thus, please feel free to be creative! If you want to create a video, a comic
strip, a Prezi presentation, a poem or so forth please do so!

d. The Real World Scenario is due by or on Wednesday, 12/14 @ 8:00am by EMAIL either as a Word
Doc, Google Doc, PDF or YouTube link only. Note that there is no grace period for turning this in
last since final grades are due ASAP.

Create 2 History Review Game Day Notecards. These notecards serve a dual purpose of helping you to both
prepare for the scheduled exam and the review game which will also help prepare you for the scheduled
exam. In this way, the notecard serves as your “ticket” to the review game. Each notecard is worth 3 points
each and is due at the beginning of class on the scheduled day according to the class schedule. Since these
notecards are your ticket to the scheduled review game, no late notecards will be accepted regardless of
reason.

Complete a variety of in-class activities such as hypothetical scenarios, presentations, role-playing activities,
free-writes, discussions, guided readings, primary source & relevancy analyses, exit assessments, mock trails
& debates. These activities will rely heavily on you being prepared for class. The purpose of these activities is
to enable you to process, synthesize, and analyze what you learned at-home in the “Preparatory Activities”
and assigned readings (which then builds your critical thinking skills!). Groups will typically consist of 3-4
members, and will be randomly assigned based on your own honest assessment* of your preparation for
class (i.e., you will each have a notecard with your name on it that you will place, at the beginning of each
class, in one of the folders that best corresponds to your preparation for class that day: 1) Completed the
“Preparatory Activities” and readings; 2) Somewhat completed the “Preparatory Activities” and readings; 3)
Did not completed the “Preparatory Activities” and readings) (*please note that in-class grades will not be
assigned based on what folder you place your notecard in; rather, | would just like to create groups where
students are at the same preparation level). Upon completion of group assignments, one or more members
of the group will be expected to report back to the entire class. Some classes will involve large class
discussions where everyone will be expected to contribute to the discussion. Be prepared to answer
guestions if called upon, but note that you can “pass” the question if you do not want to answer by saying “I
pass.” In-class activities will be worth a varying amount of points depending on effort & length, though each
class meeting will be worth a total of 5 points to be accumulated through one or more in-class activities. In
total, in-class activities will be worth 140 points of your total grade. Since many of these assignments are
contributory in nature, you will not be able to make up these specific assignments if you miss class.
Nevertheless, your first 6 absences will automatically be excused which means you will be able to makeup the
points missed for these classes by completing a comparable assignment for points like a writing assignment
emailed to me or quiz submitted in Laulima within a specific time frame. Any absences beyond these first 6
absences will not be excused and thus you will not be able to make-up the points missed from class and
your final grade will automatically be lowered by 1 letter grade (unless you had extenuating circumstances
such as a major illness or family emergency & let me know so that we can discuss a contingency plan).

Participate in class by being physically, as well as mentally, present and respectful of others. This includes
turning off your cell phone, not talking story with friends, not listening to music, and coming to class on time.
This also includes not monopolizing class discussion with your own point-of-view and not being respectful of



what your classmates have to say. Negative comments will NOT be tolerated. Furthermore, any
inappropriate behavior, including trying to be the class-clown, will result in immediate expulsion from the
class & the loss of any points accumulated for in-class activities. Hence, please be respectful of your
classmates, thus fostering a positive learning environment!

v" Always be respectful of one another. This includes turning off your cell phone, not talking story with
your friends, and not monopolizing class discussion with your own POV. Furthermore, one of WCC's
core values is Ho’ihi (Respect). This includes cultural awareness & aloha, student voice, ‘ohana-style
inclusiveness, and LGBTI Safe Zones. Hence, if you conduct yourself in a way that disparages others, then you
are in direct violation of the Student Code of Conduct and you will be dealt with appropriately (which could
mean removal from class).

However, either the student has
not achieved the minimal student learning outcomes and is not prepared to succeed at the next level, or the student
has made consistent progress in class but is unable to complete the class due to extenuating circumstances, such as
major health, personal, or family emergencies. The “N” grade is NOT given in circumstances in which you have NOT
made consistent progress in the class &/or attended class regularly.
