Pre-Requisite(s): Grade of C or better in ICS 211 or consent of instructor.

Other Requirements

Each student will be required to use Laulima. A Laulima account from UH Manoa has been created for you.

Student Learning Outcomes

As a result of taking this course, students can expect to attain the following outcomes:

e Use an editor, makefile, and a compiler in the UNIX environment.

e Use recursion, arrays, pointers, character variables, bitwise operators, structures, and linked data
structures in C.

e Use classes (constructors, destructor, and overloading assignment), operator overloading, inheritance, and
polymorphism in C++.

e Use linked data structures and recursion in C++.

e Use standard C++ strings and C++ STL library data structures, such as STL lists.



Course Tasks

In this class, you must show mastery of each concept through a series of projects. Every assignment is
worth 3 points except the final project, which is worth 9 points. The only deadline for submission of
assignments is Dec. 6, 2018. This is a firm deadline. No work will be accepted after that date.

To get the full 3 points, your work must not contain any errors. If there are errors, then | will specify what they
are and return it to you. Note that | will not tell you how to correct the error, only what it is. You should then
correct the assignment and resubmit it for a higher grade. Note that you will never receive a lower grade from a
resubmission, only a higher or the same grade.

Assessment Tasks and Grading

Your letter grade will be determined by the number of assignments you complete. There are 12 assignments and
the final project for a total of 45 points:

e A:40- 45 points
e B:36-39 points
e (:31-35points
e D:23-30 points
e F:0-22 points

Learning Resources

We will use Laulima for submitting and returning all assignments. All grades will be posted in Laulima and you
will be able to track your progress by utilizing the grade book. You will be able to post and read questions and
comments on the discussion boards. Use the private message tool in Laulima to contact the instructor.

We will be using the C and C++ programming languages to develop our programs. You will need access to a
computer that has the C and C++ compilers installed. Although it isn’t necessary, | also recommend you use an
Integrated Development Environment for developing and debugging your programs.
