Student Learning Outcomes

As a result of taking this course, students can expect to attain the following outcomes:

1. Use appropriate pronunciation, structure and vocabulary to communicate orally with speakers
of Spanish, answering questions or making simple descriptions.

2. Read and understand authentic documents in Spanish for cultural information.

3. Write simple texts (shopping lists, descriptions, postcards, forms) using knowledge of
vocabulary, culture and basic grammatical structures.

4. Analyze oral, written and visual sources (phone messages, menus, advertisements, 2 cartoons)

of information about Hispanic culture and compare and contrast with what the students know of
their own culture.

COURSE TASKS

During this semester we will be covering 6 Lessons.

Each Lesson is full of activities that will introduce new material and give you the opportunity to
practice and learn this material. Plan to spend 8 hrs a week on this course.

As part of every Lesson you will complete various online activities both by yourself and with
virtual partners and also with class members through video chats.
