Because wind names and rain names are associated with specific ‘aina, the rain name of
Kane‘ohe is known as the ‘Apuakea and the rain name of He'‘e‘ia is the Ulumano.

Course Information

Catalog Description

This course covers the nature and use of x-ray technology in veterinary technology. Students are
also given an overview of alternative imaging techniques (ultrasound, CT scans, and digital
radiography) as well as an introduction to the radiography of large animals and exotics. (3 hours
lecture).

e Lamakl automatically logs you out if it does not detect activity for three hours. A warning

message will appear, notifying you of the lack of activity. Activity is defined as clicking a
button in Lamakad, such as "Save Draft" or "Next" (in a test), clicking on a course tab, or
taking an action that sends information to the server.

Other Technology

D2L Brightspace, the parent company of Lamaku, recommends users choose the latest versions
of Google Chrome, Mozilla Firefox, Microsoft Edge, or Apple Safari as their internet browser.

We recommend that students update their internet browser at the start of each term, search
how to allow pop-up windows, adjust their cookies, and clear device history. Also, fully restart
your computer and/or device from time-to-time to optimize performance.

Google Drive is used in this course to organize files and make them accessible. Your UH
email must be used to access all files; all requests from non-UH emails will be ignored.
Google Docs is used for some files required for assignments like templates, rubrics, etc.
Although you do not necessarily need to edit any Google Doc files, you may be using this
extensively on your own to create your case study projects or edit an existing template.
Accessibility rules are the same as Google Drive in general.

Kahoot! is an online quiz program which will contain several practice quizzes and exams
for the semester. You do not need an account to play any Kahoot games. (accessibility
statement, privacy policy)

Grading Policy

Late Submissions - If you miss an assignment due to a serious illness or legitimate

emergency, you must contact the instructor within 24 hours to discuss making up
assignments. You may need to provide documentation for evidence of emergency or
illness.

Spelling - Due to the importance of spelling in a medical setting, any spelling error may
be marked as incorrect. This is especially true for critical terminologies.

Wrong file submission policy - It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that the correct file
was uploaded. Submissions of wrong files will be categorized as a late assignment.

Corrupted file submission policy - It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that a working
file was uploaded. Submissions of corrupted files will be categorized as a late assignment.
Online Test Recordings: All quizzes and exams must have an accompanying recording
video that shows both the screen and a webcam recording of yourself simultaneously on
the same video. Failure to provide a test recording and/or incorrect recording formats
like not including a webcam recording will result in a O for that test.

Final Exam Score: You must receive a 70% or higher on the final exam in order to pass

the entire course. If you receive less than 70% on the final exam, your course grade will

7. Starting Quizzes and Exams - Do not start a quiz or exam until you are ready to take it. If
you open a test unintentionally, you are required to take that test at that moment or
accept a zero.

Assessment, Tasks, and Grading

WORKSHEET: 30 points - There is one worksheet that must be submitted by the due
date. This worksheet can be answered using the McCurnin's textbook (page scans available via
Lamaku.) You may either submit this in person when you have lab or scan the pages and submit
online.

QUIZZES: 50 points - Quizzes are held online via Lamaku’s Quizzes tab and can be taken
at any time before the due date. Quizzes can only be taken once so do not start the quiz until
you are ready. All quizzes must have an accompanying recording link to verify academic
honesty. Submitted quizzes with no link will not be eligible for points.

EXAM REVIEWS: 40 points - Students are expected to complete reviews prior to each
exam. Each student will write 20 questions with the correct answers from the chapters for the
upcoming exam and post it to Lamaku and the designated Google Drive folder. No late
submissions will be accepted.

EXAMS: 150 points - There are two exams worth 50 and 100 points. The final exam is
cumulative. Receiving a score lower than 70% on the final exam will result in a failing grade for
the entire course.
