The campus sits beneath
the pu‘u of Keahiakahoe, which is also connected to many mo‘o ‘Olelo of this ‘dina. Because wind

names and rain names are associated with specific ‘dina, the rain name of Kane‘ohe is known as the
‘Apuakea and the rain name of He‘e‘ia is the Ulumano.

Catalog Description

This course is a survey of the world's major religions: Buddhism, Christianity, Hinduism, Islam,
Judaism. Course content will also include indigenous religions, especially those found in Hawai'i.

Prerequisite: ENG 22 or ENG 24 with a grade of C or better or equivalent.

1. Identify reasons for the academic study of religion.

2. Evaluate different approaches, definitions, and components of religion.
3. Describe the basic beliefs and practices of the world's major religions.

5. Examine the issues and themes that have shaped the development of religious traditions
and that continue to confront religions today.
